Selling - Collecting your items to sell:

What Can You Sell -Anything related to homeschooling
Educational curriculum & books: board, readers, chapter, novels, literature, reference,

student Bible study, home economics, etc; workbooks, unit studies, student how to books,
guides, manipulatives, canvas charts, timelines, educational supplies, educational games,
software, puzzles, art/craft books/supplies, coloring books, art history books, art prints,
composer study/music, flash cards, atlases/ maps, academic planners, teaching resources.
If you're unsure, please ask.

New: You may now sell Eagle’s Nest t-shirts and hoodies in good condition as well.

What You Cannot Sell
We have discovered that some books/items do not sell very well and have prioritized to

use table space for student curriculum.
DO NOT BRING parent resource books such as adult leisure reading, planning,
organizing, cooking, child development, adult Bible study, Christian living, toys,
non-educational games, DVDs or VHS tapes.

Selling - Things to Do:
Ahead of Time:
e Create your labels (see further down) using the Inventory Sheet (excel file) after reading all
the instructions on the Instructions tab.
e If you are not able to attend on the day of but would still like to sell, please arrange early
for someone else to help with dropping off and picking up your item.
e Strong Suggestion: Arrange your items by grade/subject to make placing them out on the

appropriate tables easier for YOU (and the helpers).



For the Sale Itself:

NEW: We will mail a check to the address listed on your registration. (No SASE needed)
You will NOT be able to pick up your profit check at the end of the sale.

Drop off will be available the night before from 8 to 9pm - this is optional.
8:45am - 9:30am Sign in. Then YOU (and helpers) place your items out on the tables.
* Recent change: You MAY leaves boxes or totes at the sale (in a designated space)
- you must label them with your seller number

9:30am - 10:30am Early shopping for sellers - Yay!!

Optional: 2:30pm The sale is over and we will be sorting everything that was not sold.
You are more than welcome to help with this and once everything is sorted or you are
confident about your items you are free to pick them up, sign out, and leave.
3pm - 3:30pm Pick up and unsold items and sign out. (Or have a designated person do so
for you.) If you do not pick up your unsold books by 3:30 p.m., you will be charged a
late fee of $25. Kindly remember that we are all volunteers and many have put in long
days for the sale and are eager to go home.

* We cannot donate unsold items for you. You need to come pick them up or

arrange ahead of time for someone else to do that for you.

Note: There is NO half-price sale.

Selling - Things to Know:
Labels (a.k.a. Tags):

You must use the labels that have been emailed to you (or handwrite using the same tags -
email me for a word template). Do not create your own.
Open the Inventory Sheet file and follow the instructions on the INSTRUCTIONS tab.

* Remember to price in 50 cent increments and use the given category list!
When selling sets, securely bundle your items by using multiple strong rubber bands or
large zip-lock type bags and label as a set (ex: set of 4).
Print, cut apart and tape labels to the FRONT, bottom, right corner of your item.
Do not change the prices on your labels at the book sale. If we see this, we will not sell the
books. This is purely for your protection.
Recent: Include whether books are used for particular classes offered in the area if you

can.



NEW: The option of having your own table and forgoing labeling ahead of time will be

allowed. This option must be preapproved. This is not generally encouraged however I

understand the appeal. Please email me for specific requirements or approval at
amy.t.cox@gmail.com.

e Books that are sold must still be clearly associated with your seller number

e Payment will still be with everything else.

e You are essentially creating a custom bundle during the sale and sticking one label on

the whole thing that is then taken to the checkout.

Other Information:

e FEagle’s Nest will take the very best care of your items; however, we cannot be held
responsible for missing items.

e Eagle’s Nest will keep $1 plus 5% of all sales to cover the costs associated with the book
sale and mailing your check.

Shopping:
Payments:

e We accept card (yay!), cash and checks. You may write one check for your purchases. All
items will be taken to a cashier for purchase. DO NOT REMOVE THE LABEL. There will
be NO exchanges or refunds from Eagle’s Nest!

Children:

e Since ENCHEA is being entrusted with the use of this facility and sellers” items, we ask
that you keep children with you and do not allow children to play in the building or with
the items being sold.

e There will be a designated “Kid’s Corner” near the elementary level books for the younger
children if you wish to use this resource.

Volunteers:

e ENCHEA relies on volunteers to organize and run our functions. We always appreciate the
help and couldn’t do all that we do without all of you! Please email me if you’d like to
serve during the sale.

e Middle Schoolers and High Schoolers may serve with you at the sale. They need to pre-
register as volunteers. Please make arrangements for your younger children that will allow
you to focus on shopping and serving.
